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In January 2026, the inflation rate amounted to                            

0.4 percent, which is 0.1 percentage points (p.p.) higher 

compared to the same month last year. 

Food Inflation 

In the component of monthly inflation, food prices rose 

by 0.6 percent as a result of seasonal factors, 

contributing 0.3 percentage points to the overall 

inflation.  

This figure was mainly driven by price increases in 

cucumbers by 7.5 percent, grapes by 5.5 percent, apples 

by 5.1 percent, watermelons by 4.7 percent, cabbage by 

4.1 percent, onions by 3.9 percent, lemons and bananas 

by 3.1 percent, pears by 2.9 percent, etc. 

At the same time, during the reporting month, price 

decreases were observed for beans by 7.1 percent, 

chickpeas by 2.9 percent, carrots by 2.7 percent, eggs by 

1.7 percent, beef by 1.4 percent, and honey by               

0.8 percent. 

Nonfood inflation 

Prices of non-food goods rose by 0.3 percent 

(contributing 0.1 percentage points to inflation), mainly 

due to increases in the price of liquefied gas by                     

13.0 percent, transportation by 2.7 percent, antifreeze by 

2.2 percent, coal by 0.5 percent, and clothing and 

footwear by 0.3 percent. 

Service inflation 

The cost of paid services provided to the population 

rose by 0.4 percent (contributing 0.04 percentage points 

to inflation), primarily due to increases in education 

services by 2.8 percent and housing and utility services 

by 0.7 percent. 

The annual inflation rate in January 2026 was                           

3.6 percent, remaining within the prescribed target 

range and unchanged relative to the corresponding 

month of the previous year.

The National Bank of Tajikistan will continue to 

implement an effective monetary policy using 

monetary instruments in order to maintain inflation 

within the prescribed target.
